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Introduction To Early Reading at 
LMPS

Our Aims: 

Fˁor children to enjoy and love reading.

Fˁor children to be confident when reading at home (reading should not be a 

chore).

Fˁor children to be able to read the books they take home ðit should be fully 

decodable. There should not be sounds in the books, or red words, they are 

not familiar with. This should be an opportunity for them to show off! 



Read Write Inc
The main Phonics and early reading scheme we use is the Read Write Inc Scheme

Cˁhildren are currently learning Set 1 sounds. 

Tˁhe children learn the sound the letter makes and how to write it using a rhyme! 



Key Terms:

Pˁhonics ðis a method of teaching to read by getting children to associate written letters with 
their sounds.

Dˁecodable books ðare texts that contain specific phonic knowledge which the children 
have been taught. 

Pˁhoneme ðthe sound in a word

Gˁrapheme ðhow a sound is written down

Rˁed words ðwords that cannot be sounded out e.g. I, said, they. The children learn the letter 
than is making a ôtrickyõ sound and practise reading the word by sight. Eg: you   said

Gˁreen words ðwords that can be sounded out using our phonics. 

Fˁred talk ð(Fred is the frog) he can only talk in sounds e.g. sh-o-p. When we ask children to 
ôFred Talkõ the word, we are asking them to say each sound. 

Bˁlending ðputting the sounds together and hearing the words they make. This is a tricky skill. 
Children need a lot of practise to do this. We ask the children to ôRead the wordõ. 

Sˁegmenting ðbeing able to break up spoken words into their separate sounds. 

CˁVC words ðconsonant, vowel, consonant Eg: cat

Sˁpecial friends ð2 or 3 letters together, that make one sound  Eg: sh igh qu

Read Write Inc



Reading Routine and Timetable 
Tˁhere is daily phonics for all children 

Wˁhat a Read Write Inc lesson looks like for children at the moment:

-We introduce a new sound to read every day

-The children learn to make the sound orally

-We learn the grapheme for the sound and learn a rhyme to help write it correctly

-We think about words that begin with that sound

-The children play games to practise saying and recognising the new sound and recap the 
sounds weõve learned previously

-Fred the Frog gives us words in ôFred Talkõ and the children practise orally blending. Eg: m-a-t 

mat! 

Fˁollowing this, the children write the sound in small groups and take part in ôWord Timeõ, 

where we practise blending using the sounds we have learned and reading VC or CVC 

words. Eg: at, cat



Read Write Inc colours and books
Tˁhere are 3 Sets of sounds: Set 1, 2, 3 sounds

Sˁet 1: Children will be revisiting sounds and practising oral blending . They will be taking home 
Tag Sounds, Green Words and eventually Lilac blending books. 

Sˁet 1:Children will revisit sounds and practise blending by sounding out words using ôfred talkõ. 
They will be taking home Lilac blending books as well as individual ditty sheets ðsimple 
sentences to practise reading groups of words.

Sˁet 1: Blending: Children will move on to revisiting sounds and taking home ditty sheets, moving 
onto Red books to practise blending and reading sentences.(Please note, to begin, these do 
not have punctuation, as the focus is blending and beginning to read.)

Sˁet 2: Children will be learning new Set 2 sounds (see hand out). They will be taking home Green 
books to practise blending and reading sentences. Following this, children will take home Purple 
books and then Pink books to continue building on their reading. 

Sˁet 3: Children will be learning new Set 3 sounds(see hand -out). They will be taking home 
Orange books to begin. Following this, children will take home Yellow books , Blue books and 
finally Grey books. 

Tˁhe books get progressively more challenging and therefore require the children to apply their 
knowledge of sounds and red words .



After half term the children will be assessed and placed into phonics groups, this assessment will 

then take place every half term. You will be given information about this and the colour book they 

will bring home at this time.  

Children all follow their own path. Intervention is put into place to support children where needed. 

Once assessed, children will take home Read Write Inc sounds/green words/ditty sheet/colour 

banded paper book, depending on the set of sounds the children are learning. 

Following this, children will bring home two types of books in their yellow reading folders: 

1. Love to Read ð(A weekly bed time book from the library to read with your child ).

2.   Learn to Read books (sounds/words/books that are at the childrenõs level.)
The children will have been sharing this ditty/book in phonics lessons during the week. The children 

will have read this book in school. This book will be fully decodable ðthey will know the sounds and 

red words. It is crucial to repeat the reading of these books as they develop fluency and accuracy 

when reading. It is a chance for them to ôshow off!õ. Fluency is key and rereading will develop this.

Depending on the book colour, the children will also take home Book Bag colour banded book to 

share. This book will be linked to the paper book the children have been reading and it will be 

matched to their sound knowledge so they will be able to decode and read it to you. 

Reading in the Early Years



Iˁn your childõs Yellow Reading folder that they have already brought home, we will 
add an A4 Reading at Home sheet for ideas of things to do with the children with the 
books. 

Mˁore about the Love to read book (library book):

Pˁlease continue to also share the lovely books you have at home! 

Iˁn the Yellow Reading Folder, you will also have a Reading Record .  Please can you 
record any reading your child does with you at home? These are checked once a 
week by your childõs teacher JWe love to see what you have been reading at 
home! 

Gˁuided reading ðReading in class, in addition to RWI phonics. This happens in small 
groups or individually, with class teachers/Teaching Assistants/Parent helpers. 

Wˁhole class reading ðStory time, Sharing stories. 

The children will get the opportunity to change this with the class teacher. This is to share with 

someone at home ðthey will not necessarily be able to read it! Children love to listen to 

others read to them and it benefits them in turn. The children will get the opportunity to 

change this book once a week. Children will be encouraged to choose a book that interests 

them, and the library is set up to help them do this. Eg: Stories about animals, non -fiction.
